This was a complex case with some data deriving from MEDS but with truncated values and some transcribed from data in the publication:

Nitrite data were available for some casts, but are identified as Nitrate in the data section of the above report; the descriptive information at the beginning of the report make it clear this should be Nitrite, and that was what was measured for other 1957 cruises. Nitrite was already in a few cast files, but not in most. So it was removed first, then added for all casts based on the report data.

The truncated MEDS data were restored by comparing with the report.

Temperature and flag channels were given different names in the two types of files, complicating removal of some and standardizing of others.
Flags had been added to the data, but none are found in the original analysis logs or the published data, and almost all flags were set to 1, so they serve no purpose. Those set to 2 or 3 look inappropriate. The flags were removed. Time of observation was included in a few files and that was also removed. 
A few interpolated values had been replaced with pad values and those were left in place.

A few problems were found in the header checks and standards check; those were resolved. The track plot and cross-reference listing look fine.
Test plots were run and there were a few excursions from the climatology in use in 2013, but they were not systematic and mostly in deep salinity values which were occasionally too high and at other times too low. Most data were stable in T-S space except that the bucket sample at the surface is often out of line. One 50m cast was unstable, but it is in an area where local mixing is expected.
