Cruise 5899 Nutrient data processing notes from Melanie Quenneville:

Cross referenced Chemistry’s files with files in OSAP archives. The data were found to be identical, except chemistry oxygen data are in different units, the chemistry files have pad values for missing data, and the header information was different. Archive files 57990049-0054, in January, 1958, match chemistry files LPC58001-006. 

The Data Record Report has phosphate, silicate, and (possibly) oxygen data not in chemisty/archive files.

June 1, 2001

Data from Data Report have been entered into excel format, graphed for outlyers, corrected (if any), 

then converted to IOSSHELL format. They were cross-referenced against the chemistry files (=archive files) checking time, day, and Zmax, to make sure the event numbers were correct.  The parameters for each file were recorded, then the nutrient data files were merged with the OSAP archive files. Only the channels containing data were merged. New event numbers (9000’s ) were assigned to those casts that did not match the archive. Cast # 27 was a composite cast. The empty channels were removed from the new casts.  Header information was added to the merged files. Other header information, including positional information, was added to the new casts. 

Note that some of the OSAP archive files are unique to OSAP.  They will have different header information. Make sure they are not eliminated when the ‘new’ data are imported into the files.
Aug. 24, 2001

1.Removed pH channels from the new casts. (.rmv) Oxygen is in mg-at/L. It will need to be converted to umol/L before adding the umol/kg and ml/L channels. Files are 9019 , 9021, 9027, 9927, 9031, 9931.  The range of oxygen measurements is OK. 

2. Added the umol/kg channel to the files (other than the ‘new’ casts). (are now .oxy)

Sept 6, 2001:

Brought files 33-43 from \processed, added header, and changed salinity formatting, moved to \finished.

January 29, 2002 – Joe Linguanti

Started work from Melanie’s directory \\OSAPCOMMON\STPCHEM\FINISHED\1958. 

1. Split the *.OXN, *.OXY, *.HED and *.RMV files into cruises 5801, 5802, 5803, and 5805 by renaming them. For cruise the cast numbers in the file names have been changed to be the same as the event numbers.
