These data were given cruise ID # 1959-31, but some of the data are already in the OSD archive with the cruise ID #1959-06, so these data were renamed.

The files were subsequently put through the steps shown above to prepare them for archiving. 
**There were quality flags but they were all set to 1 except that 9 was used for pad values. There were no definitions of the flags though they follow the style of MEDS flags. There were no flags in the data report. The flags were removed.
No problems were found in the track plot, cross-reference listing, header checks and standards check.

Test plots were run. There were a few minor unstable values, mostly at the surface where bucket samples were taken which are not as accurate. The one large unstable feature was found to be due to a typo. There were some excursions from local climatology but they don’t look significant given the precision of the depth, temperature and salinity data. Most are also close to shore where the climatology is not reliable. The climatology is the one in use in 2013, so is may not be a good test of these data.
