Cross-referenced Chemistry’s files with files in OSAP archives. The chemistry oxygen data are in different units, the chemistry files have pad values for missing data, and the header information was different.

Chemistry files LPC60001 to 60004 are the same as OSAP 59990094 to 0097.  Chemistry files LPC60005 to 60010 are the same as OSAP 60990001 to 60990006.  Chemistry files LPC60011 to 60018 are the same as OSAP files 59990098 to 59990105. Chemistry files LPC60019 to 60129 are the same as OSAP files 60990007 to 60990117.  Other than these numbering differences, the data were identical.

June 5, 2001:

Imported nutrient data to excel file, removed notes. Put date and time in one cell. Changed event numbers. Converted to IOSSHELL format. Ran X-ref, compared with OSAP archive files:
