Flags were added initially based on a code in the report, but they were later removed since the same code has different meanings in different cases, so they are not clearly transferable to modern quality flag definitions.

Dissolved Oxygen was in mg-at/L, so mL/L was calculated.

The data were converted to EDT files. 
HeadEdit was used to add headers and dummy start times and positions. A text editor was used to enter proper times and positions.

Dissolved oxygen was derived in umol/kg.

The track plot led to the discovery of position errors. 
No problems were found in the cross-reference listing, header checks and standards check.

Test plots were run and turned up some typos in the data. When those were corrected most data fell within the local climatology (this is based on data from Jan 1986 to Feb 2008, not 1959), except very close to shore. In some areas there was no local climatology available. The only unstable features in T-S space were a few surface bucket samples which is expected given the less precise nature of those measurements and a well-mixed cast where small instabilities are expected.
