Cruise 6199: Comparison between chemistry and OSAP files; nutrient data additions by Melanie Quenneville:

Not all stations have oxygen values.  Chem files have pad values for the missing data. Oxygen is in different units in chem files.  

Chemistry files LPC61001-61197 are identical to OSAP files 61990001 to 61990197. OSAP files 198 to 208 are in 1962 (6299XXXX).

Otherwise data are identical to archive

June 7, 2001:

Nutrient data from data report, which were entered into a spreadsheet and checked graphically for outlyers, were converted into IOSSHELL format (24 files). These files were cross-referenced with OSAP files. 23 of the files matched OSAP files, one was unique. The names of the nutrient files were changed to match the OSAP names, then the files were merged on depth.  Chemistry header information was added to the merged files, then they were moved to \finished.  The salinity format was changed to F9.3 and the oxygen channel was renamed to oxygen:dissolved:volume when the header information was added.

The temperature, salinity, and oxygen data from the ‘new’ file were entered into a spreadsheet, then converted to IOSSHELL format.  Header information from Chemistry files was added, then the file was moved to \finished.

August 27, 2001:

Converted oxygen to umol/kg in files (which were .hdr): 6-11, 18, 21-25, 64, 66, 115, 116, 118, 123, 125, 127, 191, 192, 196, 198, 200, 201, 203. Are now named .oxn.
