Flags had been added by MEDS but most were set to 1 and those that were not look inappropriate, so they were removed. A few flagged values are outside climatology but are near-shore in areas of great variability.
Pad values were bad and affected DO calculations; pad values were entered for affected DO values.

Salinity data were edited to add a 3rd decimal place.

Dissolved oxygen was derived in umol/kg.

No further problems were found in the cross-reference listing, header checks and standards check.

Test plots were run and there were cases of salinity outside the local climatology but these were from near-shore casts, so this is not unusual. The largest excursions were found in several casts in the same area so look real. The climatology is from another era. The only unstable points noted were close to the surface and close to shore. Many surface bucket samples look out of line.
