Cruise 6705: Comparison between chemistry and OSAP files; nutrient data additions by Melanie Quenneville:

Not all stations have oxygen values.  Chem files have pad values for the missing data. Oxygen is in different units in chem files.

This cruise corresponds to chemistry files LPC67033 to LPC67056.  There were two extra casts containing nitrate data in the chemisty files. They are the same as the data in the productivity/chlorophyll data report. They were given  file names similar to the closest OSAP file names, but with  9000 series numbers. Header information for nitrate was changed to nitrate_plus_nitrite.

Otherwise, chemistry and OSAP data were identical.

Chemistry files had pad values for missing data. For the files containing nutrient data, channels without data were removed. For 1967, this included: temperature, oxygen, phosphate, and silicate.  No evidence of phosphate or silicate sampling has been found; the data were probably not collected.
