Cruise 6710: Comparison between chemistry and OSAP files; nutrient data additions by Melanie Quenneville:

Not all stations have oxygen values.  Chem files have pad values for the missing data. Oxygen is in different units in chem files.

This cruise corresponds to chemistry files LPC67069 to LPC67076 and LPC68001 to LPC68004.  There were no samples collected for nitrate for this cruise. (Cruise report in file cabinets mentions that 50 Nitrate samples were taken. Feb 11, 2001, J.L.)

The depths are different in file LPC67076  compared to OSAP 67100008; the OSAP file contains one near-bottom record (no data).
