Comparison between chemistry and OSAP archive files:

· Chem files have pad values for the missing data. 

· Oxygen is in different units in chem files. 

· CTD or STD files not distinguished from bottle files in chem's files.

· Some cruise dates overlap. Chem files do not distinguish between cruises, therefore note offset in cast numbers.

· Only nitrate data from productivity casts for this cruise. From the cruise reports, nutrient samples were taken and both analyzed fresh and were frozen for later analysis ashore.

· Otherwise data are identical to OSAP archive data.

June 14, 2001:

Header information:  Edited and added chemistry header information to OSAP .hyd files, changed format of salinity and oxygen data, and changed oxygen title. 

For nitrate data from productivity casts: removed empty channels, added header information, changed file names to 70089XXX series. Changed header information from nitrate to nitrate_plus_nitrite.
