Robin Brown gave me a MS ACCESS database, Stockner.MDB, containing data from the “1975-1977 Phytoplankton Ecology of the Strait of Georgia” study. I asked Terry Sowden to produce a csv file, qryALL1.csv, by joining the 2 tables in the database so that I could convert the csv file to IOS Header format files. 281 IOS files were produced using the StationIndex column as a file break. From the IOS files I created a spreadsheet file, DATE.CSV, that was used by program, RENFILES.FOR, to produce a batch file, RENFILES.BAT, for renaming the IOS files into three separate cruises, 1975-99, 1976-99 and 1977-99. Comments were then inserted into the headers.
All relevant files are stored in the DOC directory of cruise 1975-99.
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
