· Set last 4 characters of file name to event – set cast numbers to be the same as event numbers in file.

4. Files *.CLN were copied to new archive and renamed to the new file convention “YYYY-CC-NNNN.CHE “.
NOTE: The data values in Sus’s data files differ from the values in the data report because a second set of corrections was applied in September 1979.

Notes from Joe Linguanti on September 19, 1979

No hydro data was taken on cruise 78-8, therefore the comparisons were done using the last three hydro stations from 78-7 and comparing them with the first three Station P CTP stations from 78-8. The differences were calculated, plotted and the regression line was then determined. The corrections were applied to the uncorrected data.
