Notes on Data processing :


March 13/97


Printout 9611nuts.csv --->convert to iosheader format (9611*.nut files)


Check that the *.nut and *.hyd files match


Sort *.hyd files to ascending consec#  ---> *.srt renamed to *.h1


Merged *.h1 with *.nut --> *.mrg files








Aug 13.98


Reformat and print file 9611nuts.txt


Matched the .ctd files with the corresponding upcast files and renamed those files to 9611*.dwn


Renamed the .dwn files so that these files have the same cast numbers as the upcast files.


Downcasts 18, 28, 30 and 39 were not processed since salinity was unusable in the upper 20 db.  Instead, upcasts 19, 29, 32 and 40 were processed in their place.  So, for all upcast bottle files, except 18, 28, 30 and 39, the temperature:ctd, salinity:ctd and the transmissivity are from the downcasts (and from the upcast for casts 18, 28, 30 and 39).





Aug 14/98


Rename the 9611*.mrg files to 9611*.mg1


It was noticed that the *.mrg files were missing cast nummbers for most stations and traced back to the *.hyd files. 





Aug 17/98


Using NOTEPAD, tried to edit the *.mrg files to add the missing cast numbers.  Not successful - even though the change was made and saved to the EVENT NUMBER in each file missing this info, when the file was re-opened, the event number was still entered as a zero.   Note: talk to Robin regarding the .hyd files - is there some restricion on these fields???





Aug 21/98


Pick where left off. 


EXPORT srpeadsheets : sprdhyd.txt  ;  sprdnut.txt  ;  sprdmg1.txt  --> save as .xls and print.   Check that consec_nos match  -->  consec_no 118 was in wrong cast for not data --> fixed in all files.  





REVERSE *.mg1 to ascending order --->  *.rev


Check that   *.dwn files match the *,mg1 files.





Aug 24, 25/98


Important information to note:





The *.hyd files were missing some of the cast numbers and had to be hand edited.  It is not clear why this data was missing as the files were all named correctly.





The *.mg1 files --> not all of the files had a salinity:bottle channel as it appears that not all the samples had a salinity bottle taken/run.  The casts that did not have bottle salinities had a ctd salinity channel instead.  It was therefore necessary to add a bottle salinity channel where missing (-99 entered where no data).  





The *.dwn files had a bunch of garbage at the end of the files and this was cleaned using the CLEAN program.  Also, the salinity channel was renamed to Salinity:ctd.





The transmissivity units are not consistant, some casts are %/metre and some are %/25cm.  ?? Robin has been notified of this.
