Chlorophyll a 





	Chlorophyll a was extracted from filtered frozen seawater samples by the steeping method.  The extracts were read on a Turner Model 10 fluorometer.


	A check standard and reference standard were analyzed at the same time as the samples.


	Reference material - In-house: SI 2/19/94: 0.86(g/L, a 3.4% variance from established analyses of 0.89(g/L, n = 18.





Salinity





	Salinity samples were analyzed on a Portasol Salinometer #  58879, standardized against Standard Seawater #P130, Sal. 34.999, batch Mar. 4, 1996.
