Summary Report 
Nutrient analysis of AG99 Arctic sediment trap supernatants and Cruise 9907 frozen seawater for nitrate + nitrite, silicate and phosphate.

Diluted supernatants and thawed nutrient samples were analysed on Technicon’s three channel autoanalyzer for nitrate (NO3 + NO2), silicate (Si (OH) 4 and phosphate (PO4), March 8, 2001.

Raw filename is 080301.aaz, calculated data is 080301.anz.  

Medium check standards were analysed after each set of samples and a full standard envelope analysed at the beginning and end of the day.

The supernatants were diluted with 3.2% NaCl.

Supernatants and Rinses

A 10 ml aliquot of supernatant was removed from each original bottle of supernatant and rinse solution.  The original bottle is stored in the refrigerator in room # 1427.

A 200µl subsample was diluted to 10mls with 3.2% NaCl (50X dilution) with the exception of #11 supernatant where a 50µl subsample was taken, (200X dilution).

The blank solution was diluted 50X also.
