PROGRAM BACKGROUND:

This cruise was mainly focused on the study of the circulation and oceanography of the Queen Charlotte Strait and Broughton Archipelago in support of aquaculture in the area.  The project is funded by the department’s Aquaculture Collaborative Research and Development (ACRDP) program and by Stolt Sea Farms Inc.  The Jervis Inlet sampling is a component of the co-variability study funded by the department’s Strategic Science Fund.

CRUISE OBJECTIVE/OBJECTIVES:
1) Servicing of long term current meter moorings in Fife Sound and Tribune Channel.

2) Servicing of in situ water quality instruments near Midsummer Island and Port Elizabeth fish farms.

3) Wide area survey of water properties (temperature, salinity, dissolved oxygen, nutrients, light transmission, fluorescence, SPM) in Johnstone and Queen Charlotte Straits, Broughton area, Kingcome and Knight Inlets and Clio Channel

4) CTD/rosette survey in Central Coast (Rivers Inlet, Smith Inlet, Finlayson Channel, Matheison Channel +…)

5) CTD/rosette survey in Bute, Jervis Inlet, Howe Sound and Indian Arm.

There was a slight delay in leaving caused by the late arrival of the VECTOR on Monday August 26th.  Earlier communications with the VECTOR had the ship arriving Monday evening which would have significantly delayed my departure and reduced my allotted time for this cruise.  After several conversations with the ship’s master and the Regional Operation Centre the ship’s return was moved up, and in the end, I only lost 1 hour of ship time.  Nevertheless, as a matter of principle it is important that the ship return on time as set out in the sailing instructions unless there are extenuating circumstances (SAR, breakdown, weather constraints, etc.).  The delay in departure of the previous cruise (UBC) is not justifiable cause for taking time from my cruise to make up for their late start.  In my understanding of the events around this matter, the delay of the UBC cruise was in part caused by an unworkable departure schedule in their cruise plan.  This should have been detected and brought to the attention of the chief scientist of the UBC cruise.

Despite the uneasy start to my cruise, our departure was only delayed by one hour and this did not impact the program I had planned for this cruise.  The cruise was successful.
