Casts 0096 and 0097 are not good, station redone, 0098. 

Casts with PAR sensor:  0011, 0021, 0030, 0039, 0053, 0055, 0058, 0060, 0062, 0063, 0065, 0066, 0068, 0071, 0072, 0074, 0078, 0080, 0081, 0083. 
All casts have config file with PAR channel in it, except for cast 0001.

SAMPLE NUMBER PROBLEMS:

Sample #37 (P3) not used: bottle did not close. 

No sample at P10: bottle not closed. 

Cast 0030: closed one too many bottle at 10 m (bottle 14).  We kept the same sample number but modified bottle number on labels.  In the .CHE file, please just delete the line for bottle 14 since no one sampled out of it. 

Samples # 175 to 182 were used twice, in cast 0032 and 0033.  Since cast 0032 is for UBC, please just use 999 as sample number, as no other data will come from us. 

Sample #263 was assigned to a go-flo sample, so not used in a rosette file. 

P23 (cast 47) and Z7 (cast 99): 2 Niskins closed at 3000m just for bulk water, so no sample number.  5-m sample out of Niskin 3. 

LOOPS:

P11, P23, S3, and P41 (casts 0020, 0047, 0084, 0089) have a sample from the rosette (104, 258, 525, 551), a Loop P11, Loop 23, Loop S3, Loop 41 sample taken from the loop just before the end of the cast, and a Loop 11B, Loop 23B, Loop S3B, Loop 41B samples taken from the loop just after the ship reached a speed of 10 knots. 

TSG:

Spike in position on 6 June, 2247. 

CTD casts:

There are a few casts with major pressure spikes in them: 0030, 0032 (P and T°), 0084 (P and T°), 0085 (P and T°).

OTHER NOTES:

Cast 7: 
Error light at 350 m.  No alarm.  Transmissometer spikes

Cast 8:
Transmissometer spikes.

Cast 12: 
Large T° difference between 700 and 1300 between up and down. 

Cast 20:
Rosette out, then back to 5 for Niskin.

Cast 22: 
Fuzzy salinity signal. 

Cast 32: (I think)
salinity and temp ok again at ~1700 m, then trouble continue. Swaped PR1 Pump, checked & re-greased pri temp and cond connections. 
Cast 50:
large sensor difference. Secondary pump or blockage? Sensors behave better at ~600m on upcast.   Change pump cable. 

Cast 67:
spikes in trans signal. 

Cast 70: 
spikes in trans signal.  Moved altimeter to the other side of the rosette in an attempt to get better bottom detection.

Cast 71: 
spikes in trans signal.

Cast 72: 
changed trans and oxy Y cable.
